Grants manager must work with institution to
ensure review is done in a timely manner
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Conflict of Interest

This issue is rigorously pursued by the NIH and is #1 on the OIG work plan

What the Policy Statement States

This issue is an NIH-wide concern right now
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F&A Costs
What the Policy Statement Means

* F&A costs are automatically awarded at
8% in most circumstances

 BUT...these costs can only be used to
support compliance with NIH policies

— You and your institution are responsible for
appropriate use of these funds OR YOU
NEED TO RETURN THEM TO THE NIH

F&A Costs
How to comply

« Understand and document the compliance
activities associated with the management
of your project

* Human subjects protection

» Animal welfare

* Invention reporting

» Management of conflict of interest
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F&A Costs
How to comply

Communicate with your Grants Management
Specialist at the NIH

You MAY be allowed to request a rebudgeting of
funds to support scientific aims but will require
written approval directly from the NIH

You MAY NOT use these funds to support
general operating costs

This is a big issue at the NIH right now

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Subrecipient Monitoring

The procedures undertaken by the
prime awardee that provide
assurance that consortium members
comply with National Institutes of
Health (NIH) policy

Subrecipient Monitoring

* If you award funds to a subcontractor you are
delegating a portion of the work but you are still
responsible for ensuring that your subcontract is
in compliance with the policy statement

e This is documented in a “consortium

agreement”, sometime known as a “subcontract”
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Fly America

NIH policy requires use of a US carrier or
code share partner for air travel if available
even if it is not the least expensive

option

Requirement

Grantees must comply with the requirement that U.S.
flag air carriers be used by domestic grantees to the
maximum extent possible when commercial air
transportation is the means of travel between the United
States and a foreign country or between foreign
countries.

This requirement must not be influenced by factors
of cost, convenience, or personal travel preference
